The Day of all Days

Ps.118:22-24 “The stone which the builders refused is become the head stone of the corner. This is the LORD’s doing; it is marvelous in our eyes. This is the day which the LORD hath made; We will rejoice and be glad in it.”

There have been many great days down through the pages of history.    

The Day of Creation:  First of all there is the day God Created the Universe.   Gen.1:1 “In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.”

The Day God created Man:  Then there was the day God created Man.  Gen.1:26 –27 “And God said, let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fouls of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female  created he them.”  Gal.2:7 “And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life: and man became a living soul.”

The Day of The Flood:
For over a hundred years Noah warned his generation of the coming judgment of God on their sin.   The day finally came.

The Day Christ was Born:  It was a great day when Jesus was born of the virgin Mary.  God became incarnate.   Matt.1:18-25 
The Day of Pentecost: Who can forget the day of Pentecost and the coming of the Comforter, the Holy Spirit.      Acts 2:1-4 “
All of these, and others we could mentioned, have been great and momentous days.   But the Day of our text was the greatest Day of them all.   It was not just a day of the week, a Saturday or a Sunday.  It was THE Day.   It was The Day of all days.   This 118th Psalm is a Passover Psalm.   It was sung or chanted at the annual observance of Passover.   Both the Passover and this Psalm look forward to the crucifixion and death of God’s Lamb on the Cross.    

The Day of Sovereign Design

First of all it was the day of Sovereign Design. Ver.23 “This is the day which the LORD hath made…” 

It is a Day that God himself planned in eternity past, before the world began, and marked on Heaven’s Calendar.  Some say Christ’s death was a tragedy, that he died a martyr’s death.   Not so!   Jesus told Pilate that he had no power at all to crucify or deliver him except it were given him of God. John 19:10-11 “Then saith Pilate unto him, Speakest thou not unto me? knowest thou not that I have power to crucify thee, and have power to release thee? Jesus answered, Thou couldest have no power at all against me, except it were given thee from above:”    

Listen to Peter’s sermon on the day of Pentecost.  Acts 2:22-24 “Ye men of Israel, hear these words; Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among you by miracles and wonders and signs, which God did by him in the midst of you, as ye yourselves also know: Him, being delivered by the determinate counsel and    foreknowledge of God, ye have taken, and by wicked hands have crucified and slain: Whom God hath raised up, having loosed the pains of death: because it was not possible that he should be    holden of it.”     

God had a set time for his Son to be born.  Gal.4:4-5 “But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, made under the law, 5To redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons.”

God had a set time for Christ to die, on the cross on the day of the Passover. I Cor.5:7 “For even Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us.”   God had a set time for Christ to rise from the dead.   Matt.12:38-40 “Then certain of the scribes and of the Pharisees answered, saying, Master, we would see a sign from thee. 39But he answered and said unto them, An evil and adulterous generation seeketh after a sign; and there shall no sign be given to it, but the sign of the prophet Jonas: For as Jonas was three days and three nights in the whale’s belly; so shall the Son of man be three days and three nights in the heart of the earth.”   

Jesus told his disciples God’s plan.  Lk.18:31 “Then he took unto him the twelve, and said unto them, Behold, we go up to Jerusalem, and all things that are written by the prophets concerning the Son of man shall be accomplished. For he shall be delivered unto the Gentiles, and shall be mocked, and spitefully entreated, and spitted on: And they shall scourge him, and put him to death: and the third day he shall rise again.” 

God had a set time for the Holy Spirit to come.  He was to come on the day of Pentecost. (Acts 2:1-4)  It was all part of God’s pre-determined plan.   It was the day of Sovereign Design.

The Day of the Saviour’s Doing

It was the Day of Sovereign Design and it was the Day of the Saviour’s Doing. Ver.23 “This is the LORD’s doing; it is marvelous in our eyes. ”

It may not have looked like it, and men may not have thought so, but God was in control and was direction the events of that day.  Everything was going as planned and right on schedule. Prophecy was being fulfilled.   Every thing that happened that day fulfilled the prophecies of the Prophets. Jesus had been born like the Prophets said he would. be.   (Isa.7:14; Matt.1:18-25)

Christ would suffer, bleed and die just like the Prophets said he would.   Isa.53:2-11 “For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he hath no form nor comeliness; and when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desire him. He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not.  Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted. But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed. All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all.  He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth. He was taken from prison and from judgment: and who shall declare his generation? for he was cut off out of the land of the living: for the transgression of my people was he stricken.   And he made his grave with the wicked, and with the rich in his death; because he had done no violence, neither was any deceit in his mouth. Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief: when thou shalt make his soul an offering for sin, he shall see his seed, he shall prolong his days, and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in his hand.  He shall see of the travail of his soul, and shall be satisfied: by his knowledge shall my righteous servant justify many; for he shall bear their iniquities.”     Everything the Prophet wrote was fulfilled in the minutest detail.  
Heb,10:7 “Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of me,) to do thy will, O God.”    

John 12:27 “Now is my soul troubled; and what shall I say?  Father, save me from this hour: but for this cause came I unto this hour. Father, glorify thy name. Then came there a voice from heaven, saying, I have both glorified it, and will glorify it again.”    Christ came to Redeem Adam’s fallen race of sinners.  The only way he could do it was to not come down from the Cross, and not call ten thousand angels, but stay on the Cross and shed his life’s blood and die for our sins.   
Matt.5:18 “For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.”   

Lk.24:44-49 “And he said unto them, These are the words which I spake unto you, while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, concerning me. Then opened he their understanding, that they might understand the  scriptures, And said unto them, Thus it is written, and thus it behoved Christ to suffer, and to rise from the dead the third day: And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. And ye are witnesses of these things. And, behold, I send the promise of my Father upon you: but tarry ye in the city of Jerusalem, until ye be endued with power from on high.” 

I tell you, this was the day of the Saviour’s Doing.    We are saved because of what He did.

The Day of the Saints Delight

Ver.4b “We will rejoice and be glad in it.”

This is THE day the Saints of all ages rejoice in and praise God for.   John 8:56 “Your father Abraham rejoiced to see my day: and he saw it, and was glad.”   All the Saints of the Old Testament from Adam and Eve to John the Baptist looked forward to this Day.   All of who have been saved this side of the Cross look back to the Finished Work of Christ.   

Gal.6:14 “But God forbid that I should glory, save in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the world is crucified unto me, and I unto the world.”
