With Christ During His Last Week

There were hundreds of prophecies in the Old Testament concerning the first coming of Christ.   Every single one of them were fulfilled in the minutest detail.    In this message I want to look at fifteen prophecies that were fulfilled just during the last week of Christ’s  life leading up to the Cross.

Betrayed by a friend

Prophecy: Ps.41:9 “Yea, mine own familiar friend, in whom I trusted, which did eat of my bread, hath lifted up his heel against me.”

Fulfillment: Lk.22:1-6 “Now the feast of unleavened bread drew nigh, which is called the Passover. And the chief priests and scribes sought how they might kill him; for they feared the people. Then entered Satan into Judas surnamed Iscariot, being of the number of the twelve. And he went his way, and communed with the chief priests and captains, how he might betray him unto them. And they were glad, and covenanted to give him money. And he promised, and sought opportunity to betray him unto them in the absence of the multitude.”  

Sold for 30 pieces of silver

Prophecy: Zech,11:12 “And I said unto them, If ye think good, give me my price; and if not, forbear. So they weighed for my price thirty pieces of silver.” 

Fulfillment: 

Matt.26:14-16 “Then one of the twelve, called Judas Iscariot, went unto the chief priests, And said unto them, What will ye give me, and I will deliver him unto you? And they covenanted with him for thirty pieces of silver. And from that time he sought opportunity to betray him.” 

Forsaken by His Disciples

Prophecy: Zech.13:7 “Awake, O sword, against my shepherd, and against the man that is my fellow, saith the LORD of hosts: smite the shepherd, and the sheep shall be scattered:”

Fulfillment:  Matt.26:55-56 “In that same hour said Jesus to the multitudes, Are ye come out as against a thief with swords and staves for to take me? I sat daily with you teaching in the temple, and ye laid no hold on me. 56But all this was done, that the scriptures of the prophets might be fulfilled. Then all the disciples forsook him, and fled. 

Accused by false witnesses

Prophecy: Ps.35:11-12 “False witnesses did rise up; they laid to my charge things that I knew not. They rewarded me evil for good to the spoiling of my soul.”

Fulfillment:  Matt.26:59-62 “Now the chief priests, and elders, and all the council, sought false witness against Jesus, to put him to death; But found none: yea, though many false witnesses came, yet found they none.  At the last came two false witnesses, And said, This fellow said, I am able to destroy the temple of God, and to build it in three days. And the high priest arose, and said unto him, Answerest thou nothing? what is it which these witness against thee?”

Dumb before His accusers

Prophecy: Isa.53:7 “He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth.”

Fulfillment:  Matt.27:11-14 “And Jesus stood before the governor: and the governor asked him, saying, Art thou the King of the Jews? And Jesus said unto him, Thou sayest. 12And when he was accused of the chief priests and elders, he answered nothing. 13Then said Pilate unto him, Hearest thou not how many things they witness against thee? 14And he answered him to never a word; insomuch that the governor marvelled greatly.”

Spit upon and scourged.

Prophecy:  Isa.50:6 “I gave my back to the smiters, and my cheeks to them that plucked off the hair: I hid not my face from shame and spitting.”  Isa.53:5 “But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.”  
Fulfillment: Matt.27:27-30 “Then released he Barabbas unto them: and when he had scourged Jesus, he delivered him to be crucified. Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the common hall, and gathered unto him the whole band of soldiers. And they stripped him, and put on him a scarlet robe. And when they had platted a crown of thorns, they put it upon his head, and a reed in his right hand: and they bowed the knee before him, and mocked him, saying, Hail, King of the Jews! And they spit upon him, and took the reed, and smote him on the head. And after that they had mocked him, they took the robe off from him, and put his own raiment on him, and led him away to crucify him.” 

Hands and feet pierced

Prophecy: Ps.22:16 “For dogs have compassed me: the assembly of the wicked have inclosed me: they pierced my hands and my feet.”

Fulfillment:  Lk.23:33 “And when they were come to the place, which is called Calvary, there they crucified him, and the  malefactors, one on the right hand, and the other on the left.”  

John 20:19-28 Read

His garments divided by lot.

Prophecy:  Ps.22:17-18 “I may tell all my bones: they look and stare upon me. They part my garments among them, and cast lots upon my vesture.”

Fulfillment:  John 19:23-24 “Then the soldiers, when they had crucified Jesus, took his garments, and made four parts, to every soldier a part; and also his coat: now the coat was without seam, woven from the top throughout. They said therefore among themselves, Let us not rend it, but cast lots for it, whose it shall be: that the scripture might be fulfilled, which saith, They parted my raiment among them, and for my vesture they did cast lots. These things therefore the soldiers did.” 
Mocked by His enemies

Prophecy:  Ps.22:7-8 “All they that see me laugh me to scorn: they shoot out the lip, they shake the head, saying,  8He trusted on the LORD that he would deliver him: let him deliver him, seeing he delighted in him.”

Fulfillment:  Matt.27:39-44 “Then were there two thieves crucified with him, one on the right hand, and another on the left. And they that passed by reviled him, wagging their heads, And saying, Thou that destroyest the temple, and buildest it in three days, save thyself. If thou be the Son of God, come down from the cross. Likewise also the chief priests mocking him, with the scribes and elders, said, He saved others; himself he cannot save. If he be the King of Israel, let him now come down from the cross, and we will believe him. He trusted in God; let him deliver him now, if he will have him: for he said,  I am the Son of God. The thieves also, which were crucified with him, cast the same in his teeth.”

Given gall and vinegar

Prophecy:  Ps.69:21 “They gave me also gall for my meat; and in my thirst they gave me vinegar to drink.”

 Fulfillment:  John19:28-30 “After this, Jesus knowing that all things were now accomplished, that the scripture might be fulfilled, saith, I thirst. Now there was set a vessel full of  vinegar: and they filled a spunge with vinegar, and put it upon hyssop, and put it to his mouth. When Jesus therefore had received the vinegar, he said, It is finished: and he bowed his head, and gave up the ghost.”

Prayed for His murderers

Prophecy:  Isa.53:12 “Therefore will I divide him a portion with the great, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong;   because he hath poured out his soul unto death: and he was numbered with the transgressors; and he bare the sin of many, and made intercession for the transgressors.” 

Fulfillment:  Lk.23:33-34 “And when they were come to the place, which is called Calvary, there they crucified him, and the malefactors, one on the right hand, and the other on the left.  Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do.”

Not a bone broken

Prophecy:  Ps.34:20 “Not a bone broken.”

Fulfillment: John 19:32-36 “Then came the soldiers, and brake the legs of the first, and of the other which was crucified with him. But when they came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they brake not his legs: But one of the soldiers with a spear pierced his side, and forthwith came there out blood and water. And he that saw it bare record, and his record is true: and he knoweth that he saith true, that ye might believe.        For these things were done, that the scripture should be fulfilled,  A bone of him shall not be broken.”

Crucified with thieves

Prophecy:  Isa.53:12 “Therefore will I divide him a portion with the great, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong;   because he hath poured out his soul unto death: and he was numbered with the transgressors; and he bare the sin of many, and made intercession for the transgressors.”

Fulfillment:  Lk.23:33 “And when they were come to the place, which is called Calvary, there they crucified him, and the   malefactors, one on the right hand, and the other on the left.” 

His forsaken cry

Prophecy:  Ps.22:1 “My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me? why art thou so far from helping me, and from the words of my roaring?”

Fulfillment:  Matt.27:45-46 “Now from the sixth hour there was darkness over all the land unto the ninth hour. And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? that is to say, My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me?

His side pierced

Prophecy: Zech.12:10 “And I will pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and of supplications: and they shall look upon me whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn for him, as one mourneth for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for him, as one that is in bitterness for his firstborn.”

Fulfillment:  John 19:32-37 “Then came the soldiers, and brake the legs of the first, and of the other which was crucified with him. But when they came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they brake not his legs: But one of the soldiers with a spear pierced his side, and forthwith came there out blood and water. And he that saw it bare record, and his record is true: and he knoweth that he saith true, that ye might        believe. For these things were done, that the scripture should be fulfilled, A bone of him shall not be broken. And again another scripture saith, They shall look on him whom they pierced.” 
Purpose for this Message

There is always a purpose for each message that we bring.  There is something that we hope to accomplish through the message.   Actually I have a fourfold purpose in bringing you this message.   

(1) I wanted us to go with Christ through the last week of His life on earth leading up to the Cross.   

(2) Then too I wanted to stress the fact that the prophecies of the Word of God are always fulfilled literally.   We have witnessed the literal fulfillment of every one of the fifteen prophecies that we examined. There are others that we could have mentioned also, all of which were likewise fulfilled.  And I want to urge you to believe all the prophecies having to do with His second coming.  Lk.24:25 “ Then he said unto them, O fools, and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken: 

(3) Then I want to stress the fact that the Bible is the Inspired Word of God and all his Prophecies and Promises can be counted on to be kept.  I want you to have complete confidence in God and in His Word.

(4) Finally I want to encourage you to read your Bible and to study it to know God’s will for your life and learn His plan for the world.
